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FORMATTING REQUIREMENTS
FOR THE MATERIALS IN PEDAGOGICAL ALMANAC
The journal is published in two issues each year.

Applicants for publications in the first issue need to send an abstract in Bulgarian and English via the
electronic address of the journal (e-mail: pedagogicalmanac(@uni-vt.bg) until 10 February, and until 10 May
for the second issue.

Articles in the journal are published in Bulgarian, Russian, and English. They need to be in DOC
format: Font: Times New Roman. Each author needs to prepare paper and electronic versions of his article,
complying with the following general requirements: A4. Margins: left — 20 mm, right — 20 mm, up — 25 mm,
down — 30 mm. Line spacing — 1.5 lines. No frames and page numbers.

The text of the scientific publication should be formatted as follows:

Headline (in Bulgarian) — Font: Times New Roman; Size: 16; Font style: Bold; Effects: All Caps
Alignment: Centred; First line: 0 mm.

Names of the author(s) (proper name followed by a surname) written in full in Bulgarian, following
the headline and one empty row: Font: Times New Roman; Size: 14; Font style: Bold; Effects: small All Caps
Alignment: Centred; First line: 0 mm. There is one empty row also after the names.

Headline (in English) — Font: Times New Roman; Size: 16; Font style: Bold; Effects: All Caps
Alignment: Centred; First line: 0 mm.

Names of the author (authors) written in full in English, following the headline and one empty row:
Font: Times New Roman; Size: 14; Font style: Bold; Effects: small All Caps Alignment: Centred; First line: O
mm. There is one empty row also after the names.

Abstract (in English) — Font: Times New Roman; Size: 10; Font style: normal; Effects: small All
Caps, ltalic, First line: 0 mm.

Key words in English (up to six words). One empty row.

Text of the scientific work: Font: Times New Roman; Size: 14, Special: Firs line; 1.5 lines. No
more than 10 pages.

If there are tables, their headlines have to be centred above them (Size: 13), and aggregated quantitative
data to be displayed in rows/columns (Size: 11).

Graphs and figures are placed centred and their headlines are placed below (Size: 13).

In formatting the scientific apparatus of the article, the author has to quote books and journals only if
they are included in the global system of referencing, indexing and evaluation.

Citing references should be made in accordance with the requirements of the APA system, (American
Psychological Association).

Citing sources in the text of the publication (surname of the author, year of publication, colon, page),
in round parentheses, for example: (Dimitrova, 1990: 147) (in case of one author). When in one year there
are two or more authors with the same surnames, each has to be further specified by including initials, for
example: (Ivanov, A., 1991: 55). If there are several publications by one author in the same year, an index in
Latin letters has to be added, for example: (Tsonev, 2015 a: 121) (Tsonev, 2015 b: 132). In case there are
more than one authors, their surnames are listed separated by a comma: for example: (Petrov, Atanasova,
2000: 33) (two authors) (Minchev et al. 1997: 32) (the authors are more than two).

Citing sources from the Internet is not recommended.

If a reference is needed to other scientific sources, the author indicates this in the text of the article,
using upper right index, for example: (...objective !. Last word, upper right index with Arabic numbers,
point). The numbering of the sources is one after the other, according to their positions in the text. They
should be separated into section Notes (Bold 12, left) after the main text of the article by upper right index in
the text. In this section the sources are arranged according to their position in the text, as indicated by the
Arabic numbers in the upper right index.

After the section Notes, and one empty row, follows the section Bibliography on the subject (Bold
12, left). The authors has to cite publications included in the global system of referencing, indexing and
evaluation in accordance with Scopus
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The description of a source in Cyrillic letters ends with a point and the version in Latin (transliteration)
is included after the symbol //. The arrangement of sources is done in alphabetical order according to the
authors’ surname, with no empty rows between the entries.

Every bibliographic description in Cyrillic is re-written with English letters, according to the Law for
Transliteration (State Gazette, Issue 19 of 13 March 2009).

The bibliographic description includes:

— in bold: the surname of the author, year of publishing, column

—in Normal: the surname of the author, comma, initials of proper names, point

—in [talic: the headline of the publication

—in Normal: place/town of publishing, comma, publishing house, point.

Ifan article has been cited, its headline in Normal, followed by: point, two slashes, title of the collection/
journal/newspaper in [talic. The following items also has to be indicated: a) for collections: name of compiler,
place of publishing and publishing house, b) for journals: the issue (year, Ne..., date). In both cases the
description includes the exact pages of the cited publication.

The list of cited references are organised in alphabetical order according to the surname of the first
author.

Following the description of each reference in Cyrillic, a point is placed. Then on the same line two
slashes (/) are included followed by the transliterated description in Latin. This is a relatively new requirement
by SCOPUS — References.

The article can be published only if the author:

a) has read and accepted the ethical rules of Pedagogical Almanac, and has provided a written
declaration for his consent to the publication of the article — in paper and electronic version;

b) has studied and followed the formatting requirements developed by members of the International
Editorial Board in accordance with the standards of the global system of referencing, indexing and evaluation
adopted by the Board of the Pedagogy Faculty;

¢) has presented the final version of the paper to the Scientific Council at the department he or she
works in, and has received a written approval with a proposal to the International Editorial Board for the
publication in Pedagogical Almanac;

d) has received two positive reviews from members of the Board of Anonymous and Independent
Reviewers — one from an external and one from internal reviewer;

e) participates in a creative workshop with the authors of articles which are being preparing for the
current issue of the journal and follows the decisions taken at the workshop.
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
